Re: Scheme Proposal for Llandrindod Wells

The Council is proposing the introduction of an additional licensing scheme for Houses in Multiple Occupation. The scheme will initially be piloted within the town of Llandrindod Wells and depending upon its success/effectiveness, may be introduced across other areas of Powys.

The primary aim of the scheme will be to address fire safety within such properties together with their standards of amenities.
